- To start this interview, tell me something about yourself. How long are you involved in fly fishing? The first time I picked up a fly rod was on a guided trip in the Colorado Rockies and I haven't put it down since.  That was 11 years ago. Living in the Midwestern US provides many fishing opportunities. My first choice is always the fly rod but I also float fish, and I have numerous spinning rods. My favorite rod is my 2 handed spey rod that I break out every spring and fall to catch my favorite fish, the steelhead. 
- You find fly fishing very inspiring? Extremely! There are so many aspects of the sport that inspire. Like being outdoors standing in a river with the sounds of the water and nature all around. Sometimes I have a dilema on my hands. The scenery is so inspiring that I cannot decide whether to fish or to paint the experience. I am a product designer by trade and I am trying to invent a fishing pole that has a brush attached to the cork so I can paint and fish at the same time! I am just kidding of course.
- And what led to idea of drawing one fly each day? I must admit that I find it very unique, mixing the whole magic of tying with beautiful artwork.  There are numerous artists who participate in daily paintings. If you search the internet, you will find dozens. Most of them are oil painters and the subject matter is varied. I am at a phase in my painting that I wanted to find my artistic voice or style. In order to do that, I decided to challenge myself to paint or draw every day. I knew that coming up with daily subject matter would also be a challenge. So I decided that I would combine my fly fishing and tying hobby with painting. I also wanted the challenge of rendering the natural materials that are used on flies. I am not a photo-realistic painter. So one of the real challenges is representing the materials in an abstract way that still reads as feathers or fur to the observer.
- Is there a certain order for drawing your flies? Are the drawings you create appropriate for the season or it's just random choice? I do try to produce a theme oriented fly on major holidays. It is a way to keep it fun. I really get a chance to be creative with these flies. Usually the fly choice is whatever fly and method I feel like at that particular time - no real method to it. Some days I feel like using watercolor other days it may be charcoal. 
- And you are also taking suggestions from the visitors of your website? I believe you'll receive some suggestions from Croatia when fly anglers read this... I have received many emails with fly suggestions. I believe the latest count is 154. I keep these in a database for reference. It is also interesting to see regional favorites.  

- Are you planning to put out some literature with your illustrations in the future? When the 365 days of drawing flies has concluded, I would like to put all the illustrations into a book, along with a narrative of my thoughts and what I learned from this challenge.
- Fly tying is often described as art and you are the right person to talk about that. What is your opinion on that? How would you compare or divide drawing and tying? Fly tying in my mind is without question an art form, no less than painting. Art, in my opinion is applying the elements and principles of design. As everyone knows, this can be accomplished in both 2D and 3D. As an example, and there are many, look at the flies tied by Ronn Lucas Sr. (www.ronnlucassr.com). He creates beautifully shaped and unique flies. Manipulating the natural materials into something that is appealing to both our eye and a fish is truely an art form. Spey and Dee flies are also incredible to look at. Whether they are original patterns tied by their creators or the beautiful steelhead flies created by contemporary tiers like Dec Hogan, Marty Howard and John Shewey. Knowing and understanding how flies are tied really helps with the drawing and painting process. I have seen other artists who are not fly fishers or tiers paint flies. You can tell that they are not intimate with the knowledge of fly tying because their proportions are usually off. I have painted some clunkers, but I know why they are off because of my tying background. 
- Do you have a favurite writer, author or illustrator regarded to fishing? Some kind of a model you specially admire? There are many artists that inspire me; Tony Couch, Rod Crossman, Chet Reneson, Bob White, Winslow Homer, Nathan Fowkes. Some of my favorite authors are John Gierach, Gordon Macquarie and James Prosek.
- Now about the fishing... How much time do you spend on the water and what sort of fish do you catch most often? Favorite tackle? I live near a large river system that provides many fishing opportunities. Many summer lunch hours are spent on the river fishing for smallmouth bass. I pretty much fish year round. Early spring provides fishing for steelhead, late spring and summer I fish for bass, panfish, pike and trout. Last year I started fishing for flathead catfish. This is done on some big tackle and the bait are live bluegill. Fall is steelhead time again and winter is ice fishing time. Fly fishing is usually my first choice, but conditions sometime favor my spinning or float tackle. It is also easier to fish with my children using the spinning tackle. I really just love being outdoors enjoying the fishing experience no matter what tackle I choose. My passion is fishing for steelhead with the 2 handed spey rod.
